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SUMMARY

This study focuses on the children and their caregivers living in rural Mongolia, where the enrolment
rate in kindergarten is relatively low. The purpose of this study is to analyze the impact of ECE on families
who have experienced home-based learning. The research also clarifies the change in caregivers educational
outlooks after their experiences with home-based ECE.

In 2016, in order to collect data, a questionnaire survey and a series of semi-structured interviews were
conducted. The datasets were collected in Uvurkhangai province, in two districts: Bayangol and Taragt.
Uvurkhangai province is characterized by its high percentage of nomadic herder households. Approximately
85% of the population there make their livings as livestock herders. 94 caregivers completed the questionnaire
survey. As for the semi-structured interviews, 8 nomadic herder families were interviewed in their respective
houses, and also 15 school teachers, dormitory staff, and library staff were interviewed at district school.

The data analysis shows major findings about the impact of home-based ECE on caregivers and children.
First, both parent groups, those who had children enrolled in kindergarten and those who did not, improved
their educational outlook after experiencing home-based ECE. Second, children with home-based ECE had
better school readiness. Third, the more parents had positive impressions of home-based ECE, the more they

used ECE materials at home.
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
